It’s the holiday season – time to buy gifts for our family members, friends, 
and business associates!  Come to Ensight Skills Center and check out the 
variety of products available for those with visual impairments.  If you 
know someone who has low vision, a special gift from Ensight will be 
greatly appreciated!  
 
 
Liquid Level Indicator 
 
The Liquid Level Sensor is an aid for people with vision 
impairment to fill cups and glasses with one level of liquid. The 
unit simply hangs over the side of a cup or glass with the metal 
prongs on the inside of the container. Produces a loud buzzing 
400Hz tone with slight vibration. A standard 9 Volt Battery plugs 
into the base for easy battery change.  
 
 

Talking Calculator 
 
Clear female voice speaks the individual digits or whole 
integers. Volume control also turns the voice off. It features 
a large 8 digit LCD readout with numbers that are .62 inches 
high. The calculator adds, subtracts, divides, multiplies and 
calculates percentages.  Speaks digits and full number. 
Requires 2 AA batteries (not included).  Measures 7 inches x 5 
x 1.12, and is available with an earphone. 
 
 

Colossal Long Ring Timer 
 
You’ll love this big-numbered timer!  The face has an 8" 
diameter, with tactual numbers that are 1" H.  Every five-minute 
interval is marked with a raised line, and timer has a long ring 
that provides plenty of response time.  It can be mounted on a 
wall, rested flat on a table or counter, or stood upright on its 
own detachable base. Timer measures 9" H x 8" W x 4" D.  
 



 
 

Big Button Universal TV Remote 
 
This TV remote is ideal for visually impaired and digitally 
challenged people who have difficulty hitting the right button. 
The buttons measure .62 inches on the 9.5 inch x 2.5 x 1.25 
remote.  It controls most TVs, VCRs, cable boxes, satellite 
dishes and DVD players.  This unit can be programmed to 
record TV programs in the future.  Has a lighted keypad and 
uses 2 AA batteries (not included). 
 
 
 

Digital Talking Pedometer With FM Radio 
 
This Digital Talking Pedometer announces steps, distance, 
time functions, plays FM radio (with five presets), measures 
distance, time elapsed and calories burned in a pleasant 
female voice. The memory captures data so results can be 
compared and progress checked over an entire week of 
activity. Target feature measures progress toward and 
estimates time to reach your goal. Memory stores seven days 
of walking data including steps, distance, and calories 
burned.  Counts up to 99,999 steps.  Digital 12 to 24-hour 
clock with weekday calendar and alarm.   
 
 
 

Talking Coffee Maker

coffee maker. There is a chip inside that understands speech.  
It is used to set the clock or to program the brew time.  It also 
works manually instead of using the Talk feature.
